The purpose of the "Young Soldier' scholarships program is to help in funding the tuition of
students who are studying in a high school / boarding school (with an Army affiliation) and
who come from families from low socio-economic backgrounds who cannot afford this
expense.

How to Help?
e Scholarship for a full school year $1,000
e Scholarship for a full High School Education (grades 9-12) $4,000

Scholarship Candidates:

After the Ministry of Education and the social worker rank the socio-economic situation of the
student’s family, the principle of the academic institution will send the Aguda Lema'an Hachayal
a list of recommended students.

Sorting and selecting the recipients:

A representative of the scholarships department at the Aguda Le'maan Hachayal, will receive
from the academic institution, a short summary, regarding the socio-economic situation of each
scholarship applicant. The Final choice of recipients will be done together with the management
of the academic institute.

Letters to the donor:
The principal of each institution will make sure to send the Aguda Lema'an Hachayal a personal

letter to the donor from each student and his family, at least once a year. Each additional letter will
be gladly accepted.

Annual Meeting:
Every year, at the end of the academic year, the Aguda Lema'an Hachayal will invite
the donors to an annual ceremony with the students and their parents, at the school.
